1. Set line height values

A setting to specify the size of the line height shown in the toolbar and balloon popup has been added. You can set the size of line height by setting the
‘editor.lineHeight' value as shown below.

‘editor.lineHeight': [1.0, 1.2, 1.4, 1.6, 1.8, 2.0, 2.5, 3.0]

2. Parenthesis bullet number

Bullet numbers such as (1), (2) have been added. You can set it by adding the 'decimalParentheses' value to the 'editor.list.numberedListitems' value in
the configuration file as shown below.

"editor.list.nunberedListlitens': ['decimal', 'decinal EnclosedCrcle', 'decinal Parentheses', 'upperlLetter',
'lowerLetter', 'upperRoman', '|owerRoman', 'ganada', 'chosung'],

}

You can use multi-level parenthesis bullet numbers by setting as follows.

‘editor.list.multilLevellListitens': ['none', "multi_1', '"multi_2', "nulti_3'", "nulti_4', '"multi_5"]

3. Single cell selection shortcut

Added shortcuts to quickly select single cell in a table.

oS Shortcut
Windows = Ctrl + Shift + s

Mac Cmd + Shift +s

4. Editor initialization using Textarea

You can initialize the editor using the contents of the textarea.
